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• This was the first piece I created following 
my Arts foundation Award. I was invited by 
Amanda Game, former Director of applied 
arts at The Scottish Gallery  to make a 
functional drinking vessel. Although not a 
jewellery piece this was a very important 
stage in the development of my latest work. 
The challenge to make a functional piece for 
the Saatchi Gallery show led me to research 
use of ‘wirework’ in a different way.  

• I developed this technique of laser-stitching; 
*(using a laser welder) titanium, stainless 
steel and different colours of gold to the 
surface of the silver , reflecting my interest in 
textiles and experimenting or playing with 
materials.

• There is between 30-40 feet of wire (gauge 
0.2 & 0.3 mm) fused to the surface of this 
cup measuring 95mm height.

• Research and experimenting is key to the 
way I design and make my pieces. I spend 
days to weeks preparing wire testing its 
properties and constructing jewellery. 

• The Arts Foundation Award allowed me to 
spend more time on this process
