The tree pushes aside the grid. The parallels are no longer parallel. Instead of regular metallic striations, what comes into view, carried by the bark, are like ribs. Writing so fine and nervous that no rule 
(no ruled paper) contains it. Reading it may not be immediately possible. It swarms, like thousands of insects. 
Insecta: Latin for notched.
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
